What?
The Imagine Grant program encourages UH students to explore potential business ideas. Students who submit an 
application for a new business idea may be eligible to receive a grant of $100.

Who is eligible?
Any University of Hawaii student can participate.

What do I need to do?
Complete an I-Grant application and write a one-page proposal outlining your business idea.

All applications are due by 5:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 24, to the PACE Offi ce in E-301.
Applications will be screened by a committee and fi nalists will be notifi ed by Monday, September 28.

What if I am a fi nalist?
Soon after the fi nalists are announced, a one-hour “Business Plan 101” seminar will be held for grant fi nalists. Upon 
successful completion of the seminar, each fi nalist will receive $100 as an incentive to further pursue their business idea.

How many grants are available?
A maximum of fi fty (50) grants will be awarded in Fall 2009.
